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Thoughts  from the Sr. Warden 
 

 Advent, in the life of  the church, is a time when we open ourselves 
to ever-increasing light.  From the lighting of  the first candle on the Advent 
Wreath until the lighting of  the fifth candle on Christmas Eve, our expecta-
tions grow.  By looking back at the events surrounding the incarnation and 
birth of  Christ, we are more able to look forward.  As we prepare to cele-
brate the first coming of  Christ in a stable at Bethlehem, wrapped in swad-
dling clothes (sorry, bands of cloth arenõt quite the same for me), laying in a 
manger, I encourage everyone to look forward in hope and expectation to 
His second coming in glory.  If  we take time to assess the importance of  
human events in this light and allow ourselves to be filled with hope, we can 
more easily place things like the Coronavirus in their proper perspectives. 

Recently, while reading an article on the history and meaning of  the 
Advent Wreath, my thoughts turned to a recent conversation with Deacon 
Lydia concerning our parishioners that are unable to attend church due to 
health concerns or concerns over the Coronavirus.  I considered how much 
brighter their Advent and Christmas would be if, as they watched our ser-
vices online, they had a small Advent Wreath of  their own to light during 
the Advent readings.  Making an Advent Wreath is quite simple.  A little bit 
of  greenery (garland will do), three purple candles, one pink candle, and 
one white candle.  The first purple candle that is lit is called the òProphecy 
Candleó, reminding us of the prophets who foretold the coming of the 
Messiah.  This first candle represents HOPE.  The second purple candle 
that is lit represents LOVE.  This candle is often referred to as the 
òBethlehem Candleó, representing Christõs manger.  On the third Sunday, 
the pink candle is lit.  This candle is called the òShepherdõs Candleó and it 
represents JOY.  The fourth candle is often referred to as the òAngelõs Can-
dleó, and it represents PEACE AND PURITY.  On Christmas Eve, the 
white center candle is lit.  This candle is called the òChrist Candleó and rep-
resents Christ coming into the world. 

Most of  us know of  someone that would take comfort and joy in the 
ever-increasing light of  an Advent Wreath.  I have someone in mind that I 
plan to make one for and I hope that you will too.
